The interregional training session thtaok place in Graz on 14 May gave the opportunity to share some

of these good practices on waste monitoring, collection and management. The training also demonstri
how cities and regions can use the R4R online tool to get advices on relevant goodtjmes for their own

situation and territory.

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One of the first tasks of the R4R partners was to d
a common methodio present thir data, so that a
common comparison method could be establishe
To do so the partners of the R4R project formed
peer review groups These groups changec
depending on the waste streams so that every partr
could discuss its data with others.

provided with their respective data of 2010
regarding different waste fractions, highlightin
differences in recycling performances.

The aim was to analyse the different results according to the separate collection of all those waste stre
and to obtain more comparable data based on common definitions. The data provided by the partners
paper and cardboard, biowaste, metal, glass, waste electrical and electronic equipment (WEEE), texti
and wood was calculated by using their own methods. Tldata for the waste plastics was provided by
the partners for the first time according toacammon method

The discussions led by the different working groups have highlighteésé¥actors that can explain
differences of recycling performances between territories. While the effectiveness of local instruments
recycling strategies seems to play an important role, other reasons can explain differences, in particul

1 data usedfor the comparisons were not always exhaustive and representative of the real
guantities sent to recycling.

1 the scope for municipal waste was not always the same (data about household waste collecte
through private systems, or share of commercial waste).

1 the terminology for the different waste fractions was not always understood the same way.

1 several external factors (such as the rate of home composting) can have an important impact
waste generation and waste collection rates.

Within the framework of pilot activities on repair and e centres
and networks in Europe (Efunded project: CERREY; the Austrian
social enterprise BAN sozialdkonomische BetriebsgmbH develof
the so called R&Jse Box. With the support of the City of Graz ant
the Office of the State Government of Styria a new collection sysi
for small reusable items was born. During the first pilot phase that
combined to the annual cleaning and waste prevention actic

partners and especially to the citizens of Graz.

In the period from 31st of March to 26th of April 2014 interested people were motivated to get their ow
ReUse Box at predefined distribution points for free. People take the box with them at home, and fill it \
reuseable items. Filled Rése Boxes a returned by the citizens to one of the distribution and collection
points all over the City of Graz.After the collection the employees of the social enterprises BAN and
Carla are responsible for sorting, repairing and selling all the reusable goods.

This pilot phase was combined with a provinegide annual cleaning and waste prevention action

The developed cardboard box measures 51 x 28 x 41 cm in an asmbled state and due to its
ecological production it is reusable. To improve transportability, treatment and storability, the following
aspects were considered:

After obtaining and validating dataseveral indicators have been calculated, reflectitige costs related
to registered inhabitants as well as to equivalent inhabitafitgking into account seasonal population).
However, with view to present data availability, the indicators related to registered inhabitants are
considered more reliable.

Theoverall management cost per registered inhabitant of a municipality was calculated by adding
collection and treatment costs, including disposal tax, and subtracting the incomes or revenues obtai
from the separately collected materials and refundinglué waste disposal tax in force in Catalonia. Par
of the tax is refunded to the local authorities according to their quantitative and qualitative performan
separate collection.

The main findings where thdhe overall management cost per registerizthabitant are almost identical
for both collection modelsDifferences are to be observed in the cost distribution by item. bsts for
collection are slightly higher in dodo-door collection, but are compensated by lower treatment costs a
higher revenues due to better performance in separate collection

Another outstanding result of the study is the broad dispersion of data, influenced by a great variety ¢
external and cost related factors and circumstances. This indicates that there is pofentiakt
optimisation, by analysing and adapting the collection system to the specific local conditions.

On 3 June 2014, Flemish stakeholders came together to think ab
the future of the municipakaste and materials policy in Flanders
Representatives from  Flemish  municipalities, intermuni
organisations, raise centers and accredited bodies (Fost Plus) w

After that, Mr Olivier De Clercq from the European Commission (DG Environment) explained the state
affairs and future prospects of municipal waste within the European context. Mrs. Janna Vandeorays f
OVAM presented the R4R project and gave an explanation of the use of the R4R online tool. To end t
morning session, Mr. JegBenoit Bel (ORDIF, France) and Mrs. Gisela Sommer (ARC, Spain) explaine:
how Paris and Barcelona respond to the many challesga terms of municipal waste management.

During the afternoon session, participants were able to give their opinion about the Flemish municipal
waste management. Attendees were divided into eight groups and were able to judge in which fields ¢
waste maragement Flanders had been successful or less successful during the past five years. There
also a discussion on how we can react to a number of trends in society (such as ageing population, ne
consuming trends, diverse population, etc.). A number adad came up that might be included in the new
Flemish implementation plan on municipal waste.
